(b) Having experience in successful completion of at least 1(one) number of similar nature Electrification work line installation of sub-station equipment, not less than Tk. 60.00 (Sixty) Lac only in a single Tender in Government/Semi-Government/Autonomous Organization of Bangladesh during last 5(five) years.

i) In case of work done under any PWD the certifying & authentication authority shall be the concerned Executive Engineer under whom the work has been executed.

ii) In case of work done under any Government/Semi-Government/Autonomous Organization of Bangladesh other than PWD the Certifying & authenticating authority shall be the officer of the organization not below the rank of Executive Engineer.

(c) The tenderer must have a minimum average annual construction turnover of Tk. 247 (Two hundred forty seven) Lac over the last 5 (Five) years (Total amounting Tk. 247x5=1237.00 lac). 

(d) The minimum amount of liquid assets or working capital or credit facilities of the tenderer shall be amount in Tk. 40 (Fourty) Lac in the form of PW3-7, mentioning the name of the work, supported by Bank certificate (Original copy only). Bank statement period should be counting 28 (Twenty eight) days before submission of tender to be attached.

e) Up-to-date Trade license, Income Tax Clearance, VAT Registration certificate and National ID Card.

f) Up-to-date ABC category contractory and supervisory license issued from Electrical Licensing Board, Government of Bangladesh.

g) All other conditions as mentioned in (Section-2 & Section-4) of tender documents must be fulfilled

General Conditions of Contract

	A.
General 

	1. Definitions
	1.1 In the Conditions of Contract, which include Particular Conditions and these General Conditions, the following words and expressions shall have the meaning hereby assigned to them. Boldface type is used to identify the defined terms:

(a) Act means The Public Procurement Act, 2006 (Act 24 of 2006).

(b) Adjudicator is the expert appointed jointly by the Procuring Entity and the Contractor to resolve disputes in the first instance, as provided for in GCC Sub Clause 92.2.

(c) Approving Authority means the authority which, in accordance with the Delegation of Financial Powers XE "Delegation of Financial Powers" \i , approves the award of contract.
(d) Bill of Quantities (BOQ) means the priced and completed Bill of Quantities forming part of the Contract defined in GCC Clause 59.

(e) Compensation Events are those defined in GCC Clause 67.
(f) Competent Authority means the authority that gives decision on specific issues as per delegation of administrative and/or financial powers.
(g) Completion Certificate means the Certificate issued by the Project Manager as evidence that the Contractor has executed the Works and physical services in all respects as per design, drawing, specifications and Conditions of Contract. 

(h) Completion Date is the actual date of completion of the Works and physical services certified by the Project Manager, in accordance with GCC Clause 78.

(i) Contract Agreement means the Agreement entered into between the Procuring Entity and the Contractor, together with the Contract Documents referred to therein, including all attachments, appendices, and all documents incorporated by reference therein to execute, complete, and maintain the Works. 

(j) Contract Documents means the documents listed in GCC Clause 6, including any amendments thereto.

(k) Contractor means the Person under contract with the Procuring Entity for the execution of Works under the Rules and the Act as stated in the PCC.  

(l) Contract Price means the price payable to the Contractor as specified in the Contract Agreement, subject to such additions and adjustments thereto or deductions therefrom, for the execution, completion and maintenance of the Works in accordance with the provisions of the Contract. 

(m) Contractor’s Tender is the completed Tender Document including the priced BOQ and the Schedules submitted by the Contractor to the Procuring Entity.

(n) Cost means all expenditures reasonably incurred or to be incurred by the Contractor, whether on or off the Site, including  overhead, taxes, duties, fees and such other similar levies including corresponding incidental charges and premiums for banking and insurances, as applicable. 

(o) Day means calendar day unless otherwise specified as working days.

(p) Dayworks means work carried out following the instructions of the Procuring Entity or the authorised Project Manager and is paid for on the basis of time spent by the Contractor’s workers and equipment at the rates specified in the Schedules, in addition to payments for associated Materials and Plant.   

(q) Defect is any part of the Works not completed in accordance with the Contract. 

(r) Defects Correction Certificate is the certificate issued by the Project Manager upon correction of defects by the Contractor.

(s) Drawings include calculations and other information provided in Section 9 or as approved by the Project Manager for the execution and completion of the Contract. 

(t) Equipment is the Contractor’s apparatus, machinery, vehicles and other things required for the execution and completion of the Works and remedying any defects excluding Temporary Works and the Procuring Entity’s Equipment (if any ), Plant, Materials and any other things to form or forming part of the Permanent Works. 

(u) Force Majeure means an event or situation beyond the control of the Contractor that is not foreseeable, is unavoidable, and its origins not due to negligence or lack of care on the part of the Contractor; such events may include, but not be limited to, acts of the Government in its sovereign capacity, wars or revolutions, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, and freight embargoes or more as included in GCC Clause 83;

(v) GCC means the General Conditions of Contract.

(w) Government means the Government of the People’s Republic of Bangladesh. 
(x) Goods mean the Contractor’s Equipment, Materials, Plant and Temporary Works, or any of them as appropriate.
(y) "Head of the Procuring Entity" means the Secretary of a Ministry or a Division, the Head of a Government Department or Directorate; or the Chief Executive, or as applicable, Divisional Commissioner, Deputy Commissioner, Zilla Judge; or by whatever designation called, of a local Government agency, an autonomous or semi-autonomous body or a corporation, or a corporate body established under the Companies Act;
(z) Intended Completion Date is the date calculated from the Commencement Date as specified in the PCC, on which it is intended that the Contractor shall complete the Works and physical services as specified in the Contract and may be revised only by the Project Manager by issuing an extension of time or an acceleration order.   

(aa) Materials means things of all kinds other than Plant intended to form or forming part of the Permanent Works, including the supply-only materials, if any, to be supplied by the Contractor under the Contract.  

(ab) Month means calendar month. 

(ac) Original Contract Price is the Contract Price stated in the Procuring Entity’s Notification of Award (Form PW3-7) and further clearly determined in the PCC.

(ad) Permanent works means the permanent works to be executed by the Contractor under the Contract.
(ae) PCC means the Particular Conditions of Contract.

(af) Plant means the apparatus, machinery and other equipment intended to form or forming part of the Permanent Works, including vehicles purchased for the Procuring Entity and relating to the construction of the Works and physical services.  

(ag) Procuring Entity means a Procuring Entity having administrative and financial powers to undertake procurement of Works and physical services using public funds and is as   named in the PCC who employs the Contractor to carry out the Works.

(ah) Project Manager is the person named in the PCC or any other competent person appointed by the Procuring Entity and notified to the Contractor who is responsible for supervising the execution and completion of the Works and physical services and administering the Contract.

(ai) Provisional Sums means amounts of money specified by the Procuring Entity in the BOQ which shall be used, at its discretion for meeting other essential expenditures under the Contract pursuant to GCC Sub Clause 75. 
(aj) Retention Money means the accumulated retention moneys which the Procuring Entity retains under GCC Clause 70.
(ak) Schedules means the document(s) entitled schedules, completed by the Contractor and submitted with the Tender Submission Letter, as included in the Contract. Such document may include the data, lists and schedules of rates and/or prices.
(al) Site means the places where the Permanent Works are to be executed including storage and working areas and to which Plant and Materials are to be delivered, and any other places as may be specified in the PCC as forming part of the Site. 

(am) Site Investigation Reports are those that were included in the Tender Document and are factual and interpretative reports about the surface and subsurface conditions at the Site.

(an) Specification means the Specification of the Works included in the Contract and any modifications or additions to the specifications made or approved by the Project Manager in accordance with the Contract.

(ao)  Start Date is the date defined   in the PCC and it is the last date when the Contractor shall commence execution of the Works under the Contract.  

(ap) Subcontractor means a person or corporate body, who has a contract with the Contractor to carry out a part of the work in the Contract, which includes work on the Site.

(aq) Temporary Works means all temporary works of every kind other than Contractor’s Equipment required on the Site for the execution and completion of the Permanent Works and remedying of any defects.  

(ar) Variation means any change to the Works directly procured from the original Contractor to cover increases or decreases in quantities, including the introduction of new work items (non- Tendered items) that are either due to change of plans, design or alignment to suit actual field conditions, within the general scope and physical boundaries of the contract. 

(as) Works means all works associated with the construction, reconstruction, site preparation, demolition, repair, maintenance or renovation of railways, roads, highways, or a building, an infrastructure or structure or an installation or any construction work relating to excavation, installation of equipment and materials, decoration, as well as physical services ancillary to works as detailed in the PCC, if the value of those services does not exceed that of the Works themselves.
